This provides a unique forum for professionals in the logistics and transport 

and other stakeholders from all over the world in general, and the African region in 

particular to share experiences and discuss common problems in logistics and transport 

as the theme indicated. 

 

Capacity building in logistics and transport is a dedication to the strengthening of 

economies, governments, institutions and individuals through education, training, 

monitoring and infusion of resources. Capacity building aims at developing secure, stable 

and sustainable structures, systems and organisations with a particular emphasis on 

using motivation and inspiration for the professionals in logistics and transport. 

 

The conference programme was designed to take two (2) days with the first day 

dedicated to paper presentations and the second day set aside for conference and 

country reports. The programme comprised plenary and parallel sessions on both days. 

In total there were seven sessions including the opening and closing ceremonies. The 

plenary sessions were for the keynote presentations. The rest were parallel sessions in 

which individual presentations by participants were made and deliberated on.
